Stepan Osipovich Makarov, (born Dec. 27, 1848, [Jan. 8, 1849, New Style], Nikolayev,Russian
Empire —died March 31 [April 13], 1904, at sea off Port Arthur, Manchuria [now Lii-shun,
China]), Russian naval commander in charge of the Pacific fleet at the start of the Russo-
Japanese War in 1904.

The son of an ensign, Makarov graduated from the Maritime Academy in 1865 and was
commissioned an ensign in the Russian navy in 1869. He became a brilliant and innovative naval
architect, inventor, tactician, and ship designer. During the Russo-Turkish War of 187778, his
new designs and tactics for torpedo boats were used on the Black Sea with notable success. He
was a pioneering Russian oceanographer, and he also designed the first mine-laying ships
intended exclusively for that purpose. His armour-piercing shells, known as Makarov tips,
greatly increased the penetrating force of shells. He also designed and built the icebreaker Ermak
to explore the Arctic.

Makarov became Russia’s youngest admiral at age 41 in 1890, and he was promoted to vice
admiral in 1896. He held a series of increasingly important posts during the 1890s; in February
1904 he was appointed commander of the Pacific Ocean squadron at the start of the Russo-
Japanese War and acquitted himself ably until three months later, when he was Killed as his
flagship, Petropavlovsk, struck a mine and sank.

But they have some their
own duties.

The Engine Department consists of the Chief Engineer, the Second, the Third, The Fourth
engineers, Electrical engineer, motormen and electricians. They keep watch in the Engine room
and do all daily work and maintenance in the Engine room.

The boatswain (coxswain) is the leading hand on deck. The boatswain and the sailors must
keep the ship’s hull, holds and tackle in good condition.

The United Kingdom has one of the oldest and diverse merchant fleets dating back to the 15th
century. Its cargo shipping started in the 17th century, including colonial partners. As a result,
most of the ports across the United Kingdom have vast experience in overseeing evolving
technology and changes.

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The term “Merchant Navy” is a historical tribute to the lost English fleet of the First World War.
The merchant fleet of the United Kingdom stands at 24 ranks in the world.

95% of the UK’s cargo movement and transportation comes from the shipping industry. In 2019,
the total cargo movement was worth 475.34 million MT through sea-going ships. Almost 65% of
this comes from the incoming bulk traffic, containers, and liquid cargo nature.

Among them, Grimsby & Immingham, London, and Milford Haven have the highest cargo
share. Recent figures also reflect a crude oil handling worth 85.5 MT. Around the same time
frame, other oil products trading accounts for 76 million MT.

A total of 45% of the total shipping trade of the UK takes place with its neighbouring countries
throughout Europe. However, the highest point of UK cargo handling occurred in 2008, before
the cargo trade slowdown.

The 2019 and 2020 figures from almost all the ports in the UK show a +0.8% rise in trade flow.

The Russia’s territory covers 17,075
million square kilometres. The population of
Russia is 146.5 million, of which 83 per cent
are Russians. There are 1,030 towns and cities
in this country. Moscow is its capital.
8,879,000 people live in Moscow.

Winters are cold, windy and snowy, and
summers are hot and dry. Autumn brings rains
and fogs. The coldest point of the northern
hemisphere, where temperatures are minus 70°
C, is located in Siberia.

In the north of Russia live the walrus,
seal, white bear, polar fox, and reindeer. In the
forest zone live the bear, wolf, fox, linx, sable,
ermine, elk, roe, wild boar, and in the Far East
the tiger and leopard.

Among the trees growing in the
European part of Russia are birch, pine and
oak; in Siberia — cedar, larch and fir-trees,
and in the Far East — iron and cork trees,
lotus, ginseng and lianas.

There are 150 volcanoes in Kamchatka
Peninsula, 30 of which are active.

Three quarters (3/4) of the country’s
minerals and fuels, including oil, natural gas,
coal, diamonds and gold, are concentrated in
Siberia and the Far East. There are also ferrous
ores near Kursk and in the Urals, where half of
the world’s variety of minerals can be found.

There are many villages in Russia
famous for their specific crafts: painted boxes
in Palekh, wooden tableware in Khokhloma,
and toys in Dymkovo.
